
For testing, to speed up the process please click on the link and register:

Once you do that, you will be scheduled for our testing session at the Domingo Baca Community Center.  The session starts at 12 noon, but you are more than welcome to come at 10AM for our monthly club meeting, which includes a presentation on various aspects on HAM radio.  

The best way to study is to follow this syllabus, as it reinforces older data while learning the new stuff;

Set aside 1.5 hours to study a session. 

First, watch the first 3 videos on the Ham radio video links documents

 Watch an hour of the video “HAM RADIO TECHNICIAN TRAINING CLASS TO BE USED WITH THE 2022 NO NONSENSE TECH GUIDE”, go to the "2022-no-nonsense-tech-study-guide" and read the corresponding pages, using the "Ham Radio for Dummies" for a reference, which will take about an hour, maybe a little more.  When finished, go to the link https://hamstudy.org/ and take practice tests for a half hour which will probably be a couple of tests (You have to register on the site---it's free).

Repeat for the next 10 days, until you complete all the videos.  When done, switch up and do 1&1/2 hours of practice tests on the website, spot reading through the dummies book, and continue until the day you take your test.

This method has worked for many of the people who have passed the test, in your case, you will have no issues.

Attached are the resources for your radio studies for technician, if you also want to study for the General test, as many people do, let me know and I can get the info to you.  If you need any information for any other license class, please contact us and I will send what we have.  You may also check our technical library on the website.

If you have a handheld (HT) the club also offers free programming of a list we put together to make your HT very useful immediately, so bring it to the meeting, and we can have that done before you leave.
